Outline
The Dr Ian Napier Student Bursary, supported by the Shetland Fishermen’s Association, is an 8 week placement providing an undergraduate student with an opportunity to develop a good understanding of the workings of our fishing industry and its supporting science - together this parallels the work which was the hallmark of Dr Ian Napier’s career.   
Eligibility Criteria
Applicants must be enrolled full-time in an undergraduate degree in a relevant discipline at a UK university, must be aged 18 or over and hold a valid driving license.  [Relevant disciplines include areas such as fisheries science, marine biology, fisheries management/policy, or environmental science.]
Applicants should have a clear and demonstrable interest in the fishing industry.
Candidates who have previously been successful are eligible to re-apply in successive years.
Applications from those with over 6 months professional fisheries experience will not be considered (excluding previous bursary awards).
While not an eligibility requirement, applicants are also requested to outline where applicable any connection to Shetland, particularly in relation to the local fishing industry or coastal communities. This may include (but is not limited to):
· Being a current or former resident of Shetland 
· Strong community ties to Shetland’s fishing heritage 
· Having immediate family involved in the fishing industry 
Supporting Evidence.

Applicants may be required to provide documentation to support their application and demonstrate eligibility. 
Use of Your Information
The information you provide will be used for the purpose of assessing your application and administering the Dr Ian Napier Student Bursary. Your data will only be accessed by authorised individuals involved in the selection and administration process and will be handled in accordance with UK data protection legislation, including the UK GDPR.
